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Executive Summary

The GIBB Senior Environmental Control Officer (ECO) (Mark Muir) and Junior Environmental Control Officer
(Phumela Madubela) drafted this bi-annual audit for the development of Landside Infrastructure at Berths 203
to 205, Port of Durban, Kwa-Zulu Natal; for the period September 2020 — February 2021.

During the six (6) month period (September 2020 — February 2021), the main developments at the Hamsa
Construction Engineers site camp for the construction of the Northern Substation included:

. Preparation of piling activities on site;

. Installation of temporary fencing;

. Removal of cables on site;

. Preparation of concrete platform;

° Site clean-up (removal of weeds);

° Completion of concrete platform.

In terms of environmental performance, the project achieved an average compliance

percentage of 98.0% to the environmental specification over the reporting period. Note that

all six monthly ECO audits were conducted during this period.

Non compliances identified over the reporting period related mostly to aspects associated

with normal construction operations and included items such as:

e Minor spills were observed next to the stationary plant (refer to photograph 26- finding
Audit 19, September 2020);

e Anoily pump was directly placed on the soil (refer to photograph 27- finding Audit 19,
September 2020);

e Waste was observed on site (refer to photograph 28-finding Audit 20, October 2020);

e No compliance audit reports were available in the environmental file (finding Audit
Report 22, December 2020)

e The compliance monitoring reports were not uploaded onto the website (finding Audit
23, January 2021)

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Six (6) monthly ECO Audits were performed over the reporting period during the construction phase of the
Development of Landside Infrastructure at Berths 203 to 205, Port of Durban, Kwa-Zulu Natal. For the past six
ECO Audits (Audit 19 — 24), high levels of compliance were noted with an average compliance of 98.0% (Refer
to Figure 1 & Table 6).

Assumptions and Limitations

The audit findings are based on information relayed during interviews as well as the observations made
during physical site inspections, at a specific point in time. Although the site inspection can reveal some

evidence of activities carried out during the month for which the audit covers, it cannot fully show the
auditor what activities have been carried out on site. Thus, the auditor must rely on observations made
on the day of the audit as well as the information provided by the contractor in order to make
conclusions about compliance during the preceding month. The audit is limited to audit scope for the
project.

Although the ECO Audits reflects compliance as determined at a specific point in time, this report will
present the findings of the audit date as well as a summary of compliance applicable to the Audit Period
(as determined on the Audit date for each applicable audit).

As a result of the National Lockdown, monthly ECO audits were not undertaken during the months of
April- July, therefore, there was no data to report back on for these specific months.

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3 Conclusions and Recommendations

3.1 Conclusion and Environmental Performance Summary

The contractor showed a high level of compliance with the environmental specification throughout the
previous 6 months period of the construction phase (site establishment for North substation). The
average compliance with the environmental specification was 98.0% (see Table 6 and Figure 2 below).

General Comments:

e In September 2020, non-compliances was identified based on minor spills observed next to the
stationary plant (refer to photograph 26). An oily pump was placed directly on the soil (refer to
photograph 27).

e In October 2020, a non-compliance was identified based on waste observed on site (refer to
photograph 28).

e In December 2020, no compliance audit reports were available in the environmental file.

e InJanuary 2021, the compliance monitoring reports were not uploaded onto the website.

3.2 Recommendation

All findings should be suitably addressed as quickly as possible.

e The Contractor should ensure that spills are immediately cleaned as soon as they are identified.

e The Contractor should ensure that all plant equipment is properly stored on site.

e The Contractor should ensure that drip trays are used on stationary plant.

e The Contractor should ensure that spills are reported immediately to Transnet EO and ECO.

e The Contractor should ensure that all waste is disposed of or properly stored in a waste skip.

e The Contractor should ensure suitable housekeeping at all times on site.

e The Contractor should ensure that they resolve the water monitoring treatment parameters with
the Department, as when they start working they must be compliant with the clauses and permits
pertaining to water quality.

e The Proponent should ensure that all compliance audit reports are distributed to the contractor.

e TheProponent should ensure that all compliance monitoring reports are uploaded onto the website

e The Contractor should ensure that the site is managed in an environmental responsible manner
during level 1 of the National lockdown.
